REALITY FAIR COMES TO PFEW

Thanks to two new partnerships with
PALCO Federal Credit Union and Service
1st Federal Credit Union, PFEW 2025 will
feature a Reality Fair. The Reality Fair is
a fun, interactive immersion in personal
finance where students discover the real
costs of their future adult life. Here’s how
it works: students arrive at the Fair and

are assigned a salary based on their
previously selected career choice. They
visit a variety of booths where they must
purchase housing, transportation, food,
insurance, entertainment, cell phones,
and more. There’s also a “Wheel of
Reality” where one spin may force them to
deal with things like “Broken Computer —

Pay $250”, or “Happy Birthday! Win $100".
Through the Fair, students gain personal
financial skills, learn the importance of
budgeting and saving, and discover the
true costs of their life choices. It's a great
addition to the already robust PFEW
curriculum, and we can’t wait to see what
happens!
